Jo Day is an acclaimed singer (currently on a break from live performances) and commercial voice-over artiste based in Jhb, South Africa. Her music is ‘Melodic Modern Rock’, with influences ranging from gospel to heavy metal, and her voice-over talents are much in demand for advertising, narration and continuity announcing.
Born in the USA in 1958, and having emigrated to SA at the age of 14, Jo performed in many cover bands and established a career as a bilingual session singer and voice-over artiste. During the ‘80s, Jo was perhaps best known as the voice of the popular  “Have you driven a Ford lately?” jingles. At age 33, she won the ‘Most Promising New Artiste’  OKTV Award for her first album “One Woman” – a collection of adult-contemporary original songs.
In 2002, at age 44 (and despite being told that she was nuts!) Jo decided to enter the SA rock music market and released her second album “icon”  which delivered four radio hits. She formed a band and performed extensively, playing most of the major clubs and festivals in SA and Namibia for the next six years, up until her two final shows: Woodstock 9 and MotherFudd ’08.
2003 saw the release of Jo’s third album “No Warning” with three hit songs. Later that year Jo launched her fourth album “The Truth”, yielding another three radio hits. Jo’s most recent album “Princess” was released in April 2006. The album combined industrial and glam-rock elements with Jo’s established sound and yielded yet another three hits.
Between 2002 - 2008, Jo (also a trained copywriter) was editor of her own free monthly email newsletter, dedicated to uplifting the SA music community. THE ‘ZINE attracted thousands of music industry and rock fan subscribers in South Africa and around the world.
Jo Day is one of SA’s few rock musicians with real “street cred”. From appearing on Afrikaans television such as Steve Hofmyer’s “Dis Hoe Dit Is” and the “SA Legends” episode of “Wys My Jou Huis,” to a transcript of her controversial Moshito ‘07 speech being published in the Sowetan’s “Sunday World” newspaper, Jo’s heavy yet accessible music and fiercely outspoken championing of the SA music scene has won her respect across SA’s broad demographic spectrum.
It’s hardly any wonder that her fans, her peers and the South African media have dubbed Jo Day  
“The Queen of SA Rock”.
